As medications are an important cornerstone of treatment for people with this life-threatening disease, Revlimid is a vital new treatment that must be made accessible to patients in New Brunswick.

That is why I am asking that you write a letter to the Minister of Health requesting that she immediately provide Revlimid as a choice to patients and their health care providers in New Brunswick through public funding.
